KMM65 sensors use the DMS load cell measurement principle and achieve <0,1% repeatability. They are available for a nominal temperature range between -10 °C and +70 °C, or optionally for an extended temperature range from -40 to +120 °C. The housing made of nickel-plated steel features IP54 ingress protection. Due to their durability and small dimensions, KMM65 series force sensors are suitable for a wide variety of applications, ranging from weighing technology to testing facilities, to industrial presses, machine building, and even sports equipment. Depending on the model, the sensor housings feature 6 or 8 metric screw holes in M4 to M20 size for mounting. Each sensor is supplied with a two-meter cable as standard. Other cable lengths as well as individual calibrations are available on request. As a complement to these force sensors, Inelta provides IMA2 DMS external sensor signal amplifiers for 0..5 V, 0..10 V, ±5 V, ±10 V, 0/4..20 mA signal output, as well as the IVM2 DMS print module for 0..10V signals that facilitates integration into custom electronics.
