For an extended temperature range up to -80 °C, EGE also provides IGMP S-80 sensors with detached electronics. POLAR series sensors are ideally suited for use in deep-freezing applications in the food industry, mobile machinery, outdoor areas susceptible to frost, cryogenic processes or cooling systems. The sensors are available with nominal switching distances between 2 and 15 mm and with M12, M18 or M30 thread sizes. They are connected via a 2-meter FEP cable.
